GPCC deliberately spreads wrong information!

Dear Arnie, Vincenzo and all,
As you know I contributed to the report “Assessment of Global Precipitation”. 

During our first meeting in August 2004 at the University of Maryland I defended Dr. Bruno Rudolf and the Global Precipitation Climatology Centre (GPCC). At that time I was employed at the German Met Service (DWD) and Bruno Rudolf was my boss.

Now I very much regret that I put loyalty for Bruno, the GPCC, and DWD above honesty. 

I explicitly want to warn you: Do not believe Dr. Bruno Rudolf, Udo Schneider and Tobias Fuchs. These people are not honest! They have deliberately distributed wrong information.
By law I am not allowed to report about my activity as a former employee of DWD. There exists a report and I am blaming the authors of that report (especially Dr. Christoph Beck, Dr. Bruno Rudolf, and Prof. Christian-D. Schoenwiese) of not telling the truth. Indeed they even put my name on the authors list against my will.

Therefore I declare the following:

1. I interpolated the VASClimO dataset and produced all associated maps published on the web page of the Global Precipitation Climatology Centre (GPCC) of the DWD on my own initiative and with private money.

I was never paid to produce any dataset. Neither the necessary hardware nor the software was paid by the GPCC or the German Met Service or any other institution or organisation.

2. I never got the opportunity to produce any dataset within the GPCC although it would have caused no additional costs to provide the necessary equipment there. 

I was never allowed to produce any dataset within the research project VASClimO at GPCC. I was not allowed to install any compiler and any free graphic program on my office desktop PC. I got only 1Gb disk space on the large-capacity computer of the DWD. It was obvious that I could not produce anything with that equipment. For years I asked for a free FORTRAN compiler and a free graphic program. This was deliberately denied by Bruno Rudolf who promised to take full responsibility for the fact that I could not produce any product within the GPCC. The VASClimO Project Part A got governmental funding of EU500,000. None of the 8 datasets that should be produced is produced within the project since the part project lead, Dr. Bruno Rudolf, denied to provide the necessary and free equipment.

3. The GPCC VASClimO dataset is based on long-term averages of FAO which are not quality controlled.

Dr. Bruno Rudolf claimed that the GPCC has long-term averaged observations of more than 30,000 stations worldwide. Although, as an employee of GPCC, I asked him and Udo Schneider several times whether they can provide these data to me (I even made a written proposal and submitted it on 22nd September 2005) I never got these data. This is why GPCC’s VASClimO dataset is based on the freely available climatic data of FAO rather than GPCC’s own long-term averages.

4. There is not a single publication in an international journal about the activities of the research project VASClimO A which was funded with 2 post docs over 5 years.

Bruno Rudolf did not allow me to finish a manuscript about data handling and interpolation. He declared to take full responsibility for this decision.

5. Dr. Bruno Rudolf, Udo Schneider and other members of the GPCC demonstrated clearly that they do not understand the interpolation method used within the GPCC.

GPCC uses Shepards Method (in spherical coordinates) in order to directly interpolate observed monthly precipitation data. The computer code was provided by foreign scientists. The massive misinterpretation of Shepards method by Dr. Bruno Rudolf et al. (1992) was repeated by Dr. Bruno Rudolf in 2004 without any disagreement of other members of the GPCC. The results of an interpolation method that worked as described by Dr. Bruno Rudolf et al. would be completely useless.
6. I am not co-author of the final report of the VASClimO project.
I didn’t write a single word of the final report (published in March 2007). I read the manuscript and severely disagreed. The authors (especially those involved in part-project A, namely Dr. Christoph Beck, Dr. Bruno Rudolf and Prof. Christian-D. Schoenwiese) put my name against my will on the authors list.

I regret that – in order to avoid a scandal, for existential reasons and bound to my contract – I could not inform you earlier. For the latter reason, also today I am not allowed to answer the question what I did all these years within the VASClimO project at GPCC and to what conclusions this led.
